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PROPERTY UPDATES

The last week in June saw updates to our audio-
visual systems. The parish hall now has a
projector, screen, inputs for microphones, a new
amplifier and a new DVD player and new
speakers. The whole system will allow us to
watch movies, power point presentations, hold
more efficient meetings, offer better Christian
Ed. programs and also will allow us to invite our
friends and neighbors to see beloved movies as a
new community outreach for our congregation.
We also upgraded the microphones (including
replacing the wireless microphone) and the
speakers in church. Many thanks to Kelly
Borowiak and Greg Diekemper who have
overseen this project.

Meanwhile, bids have gone out to five pre-
selected contractors for the work on the disabled
access for the church, now that detailed
drawings, plans and specifications are
completed. A contractor will be selected in the
middle of July on the advice of the architects.
The expectation is that work will be completed
by the end of January 2009. Kim Jungermann
continues to serve as liaison with the architects.

In anticipation of the construction work, which
will break through into the basement and into the
vesting areas, the altar guild has begun moving
"seasonal items" which we don't need on a

weekly basis into a small room in the Proehl
Center basement which offers shelving and some
hanging space. The "working sacristy" storage
area will be the pantry in the Proehl Center
kitchen. Thanks to Kelly Lattanzi for overseeing
this transition.

Also in the Proehl center, Bob Mullgardt and
John Carroll have been painting the new
treasurer's office and the bookshelves and next
Saturday John and Phil will move the parish
library into the Proehl center and move some of
the other furniture from the "purple room" in the
basement to the offices. If you can help John and
Phil on Saturday, July 5 from 2:00-4:00 that
would be great.

The kitchen is being replastered and painted after
bad water damage and the parish hall will also be
painted. The rector's office will be plastered and
painted as will the secretary's office.

And the organ builder, Juget-Sinclair has begun
working on our organ with expected delivery
June 20009.

There will be a parish meeting to learn more
about all of these developments and to ask
guestions at a congregational meeting on July
27th.

VESTRY MEETING

SPECIAL PRESENTATION:

Kim Jungermann brought to the meeting a copy of
the building plans for the disabled access project. On
June 17, the Priorities Committee will meet to page
through and review these drawings.

CLERGY CONCERNS:

It was the general consensus of the vestry not to have

a meeting the second Thursday of August unless
budgetary concerns over the construction costs
should necessitate one. It was also decided that
Christian education money would be used to pay for
Chase Wilhelm’s continued involvement in the
spiritual formation and preparation of our
confirmands prior to the bishop’s visit and
confirmation ceremony on November 9. There was a
discussion of rising postage costs to physically mail
copies of the Lion’s Tale.

OLD BUSINESS:

The issue of whether or not to hold summer vestry
meetings was discussed and it was decided that both
July and August meetings would be suspended (see
clergy concerns).

NEW BUSINESS:

After some discussion of the painting bid of $1,300
from Cissy Painting — which would address the areas
of the secretary’s and Lydia’s offices only — Meg
Kaupp made the motion to increase the previous
authorized amount by $500 to $5,500 total so that all
repairs to the parish hall could be completed. Kevin

Tracy was appointed to serve as the alternate delegate

to the convention.

REPORTS/UPDATES:
Property:  Kim Jungermann reported that the
baseboards in the Proehl Center have been painted.

Lydia reported that the first payment has been sent to

Juget -Sinclair to begin work on the new organ.

Concerning possible future movies to be shown in the

parish hall, Tom Simon discussed a number of
licensing issues pertaining to the marketing/
advertising of those movies. Kelly Borowiak agreed
to further investigate the manner in which other
churches deal with these issues. Kelly also reported
that the cost of a license to show movies within our
congregation would be $195.

Fundraising: Tom Simon continues to report
that the ongoing sale of grocery cards is going well.
Evangelism: Kelly Borowiak listed prices for
ordering St. Mark’s t-shirts and reported ttizgy
would be delivered once a suitable number had been
ordered.
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Capital Campaign: Kathy Tracy reported that
81.33% of capital campaign money has been
collected.

Outreach:  The cost to participate in the Diocesan
Mission Trip has now been reduced to $300.
Christian Education: Jeff Smith stated that
the next series of Christian education dinners/talks
would gear up later this summer.

Nurture:  The cost of approximately $95/person
was given to participate in the float trip based on six
people per raft. Doug Jeffrey reported that the @apst t
reserve Site One at Wilmore Park for opening day
festivities would be $65. Doug also reported that the

six new tables purchased for flea market use had been

set up in the parish hall.
